Advanced Technical Theatre College Portfolio
Due September 20, 2019

	Now that we have talked about creating a college style portfolio displaying your skills in technical theatre, we are going to actually create one. Below are the requirements and outlines for your portfolio. There will be a lot of freedom with this assignment and the end goal is to convince me, as a college admissions clerk, a hiring manager for a professional theatre, or an IATSE Union rep, that you would be a valuable asset to our college/theatre/local.
Formatting:
	We’ve looked at examples of formatting in class. Students have the option to format these portfolios in whatever manner best appeals to them. This may be:
Traditional portfolio: with documents, photos, and supporting information in plastic sheet protectors and organized into categories within a 3-ring binder.
Digital portfolio: which includes all documents, photos, and supporting information in either a power point presentation, website, or other digital medium.
Mixed media portfolio: which includes all documents, photos, and supporting information in a combination of media formats including on paper, in a portfolio, visual board display, photo slideshow, power point, etc.
Requirements:
Resume: Either digitally or physically, the first thing a person looking at your portfolio should see is your resume tailored with your specific theatrical experiences. This should include:
· Name and contact information
· Educational background
· Experience
· A chronology of shows worked over the past 2 or 3 years.
· Specialty skill sets related to technical theatre.
· Special honors or awards
· Professional development training (conferences attended, etc.)
· References
Examples of work:
	This will vary depending on the department(s) you are focusing on. All levels of creation should be included from early design to finished work. Plots, renders, sketches, drafts, and photos of the finished product should all be an intricate part of the portfolio.
	All photos should be clearly labeled with what the item is, the production and its location and dates, and the director’s name.
	8”X10” photos are recommended for clarity and should include in production and final product shots within the portfolio.
	All paperwork should be neat and clean and complete. They should also follow standard conventions of formatting.
	You should have at least 10 examples demonstrating your technical work (photos, drafts, plots, renders, etc.)
